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Where does our food come from?
With younger geographers it is important to begin with the known and familiar and then, with confidence established, begin to explore the unknown and less familiar. At the beginning of the enquiry pupils investigate just one farm with the aim of establishing the key fact that everything they eat comes either from a plant or animal – in this case animals in the context of a dairy farm producing milk. This milk is either consumed fresh or used as a raw material in the production of a wide range of dairy products. Pupils then look more closely at the county of Devon in South West England and enquire as to why there are so many dairy farms to be found here compared with the rest of the United Kingdom. The investigation then introduces pupils to fruits that we are unable to grow in the United Kingdom for climatic reasons. A global perspective to the investigation through the study of banana growing, harvesting, packing and export in Costa Rica is then explored, which develops key understanding of trade and economic activity. Throughout the enquiry there are opportunities to enrich the pupils’ experience and consolidate their understanding by undertaking local fieldwork investigations, perhaps at a local farm or greengrocers, bakery or supermarket as well as working at home on relevant tasks linked to commonly-eaten meals.
